Motiva Hydrotreater Expansion

Q – Does this mean the major 325,000 barrels per day expansion at the Port Arthur Refinery has been approved?  

A – No -  Motiva is still evaluating the proposed major expansion project at the Port Arthur Refinery.  This new unit would allow the existing refinery to produce additional ultra low sulfur diesel.

Q – How much more ultra low sulfur diesel will this allow you to make?

A – The unit will produce approximately 45,000 barrels per day of ultra low sulfur diesel.

Q – What is the timing for project completion?

A – With construction having started in June, 2006 – the production date is January, 2008.   

Q – When this project is completed, what will be the refinery’s capacity in term of crude throughput?

A – The refinery crude capacity will not change as a result of this new unit and will remain at approximately 290,000 barrels per day.
